PUBLIC MATTERS NOT ON THE AGENDA: Commissioner Forster expressed his displeasure regarding
the date and time of the Plymouth roundabout ribbon cutting. The date was the same as a Board of
Supervisors meeting preventing them from attending. He requested future events take into account
the Supervisors schedule if any of them are being requested to attend and speak.

Motion: It was moved by Commissioner Plasse, seconded by Commissioner Atlan, and carried to
approve the Consent Agenda as discussed.

Under discussion, Commissioner Forster asked why Commissioner Plasse voted no on the Excellence in
Transportation Awards program. Commissioner Plasse responded that it was because the Plymouth

roundabout has been a significant example of government waste both in time and transportation
dollars.

REGULAR AGENDA:

Caltrans/City of Jackson Partnership Project: Mr. Gedney reviewed his staff report. He clarified that
no main-line improvements that would affect the current footprint or landscaped medians are included
in this sidewalk improvement project. Commissioner Forster asked if the $400,000 estimate included
what needs to be done outside of the project limits. Mr. Gedney stated that Caltrans will provide an
estimate of potential support costs - that the northerly section is currently beyond the scope of the
Caltrans project. Commissioner Plasse commented that one of his concerns is how this fits with the
City of Jackson’s ultimate corridor project. Mr. Gedney commented that this project would preclude
the $30M ultimate project. If ACTC and the City go forward with providing funding, the City of Jackson
would have sidewalks, but would have to revisit the design of the ultimate project. Commissioner
Plasse asked about the parking for businesses. Mr. Gedney replied that the City of Jackson will have to
continue to communicate with the business owners. Commissioner Plasse commented that, when the
time is appropriate, to cap the amount of ACTC dollars that will be used for this project.

ACTC Commissioner Reports:

¢ Commissioner Foster noted that Chairman Oneto was working on a time-sensitive County issue and
was not able to attend today’s ACTC meeting.

e Commissioner Colburn reported on the Plymouth roundabout ribbon cutting last Tuesday. He
noted that Mr. Paul Van Konynenburg, California Transportation Commission (CTC) Commissioner
representing the rural counties, was there and said a few words.

e Commissioner Atlan commented that the City of lone deferred payment from developer JTS
Communities to the Regional Transportation Fee Program (RTMF) in the amount of $504,000 in
2004. The City tried to collect the funds from the developer in 2016 and have not been successful.
He added that the Prospect Dr./SR 124 project (Sutter Creek) also received RTMF funding to be
repaid by the Gold Rush development. In the future, he would like ACTC to approve agreements
involving RTMF funds. He would also like to see a security deposit required in the event a developer
does not follow through with a project involving use of RTMF funds. There was discussion regarding
staff drafting a RTMF/ACTC policy to address this issue. Mr. Gedney was directed to ask for an
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update from both City Managers of lone and Sutter Creek and to convene a RTMF Oversight
Committee meeting.

ACTC Reports: Mr. Gedney reported that ACTC Transportation Planner Allison Platt has accepted a
position as Senior Planner with the City of Bend, Oregon. He remarked on how well she has done in
her position here. Ms. Platt stated it was an honor and privilege to have started her professional career
in Amador County where she grew up. She gave a status report on some current projects:

e Submission of five transportation planning grants;
Jackson sidewalk project in partnership with Caltrans;
Systemic Safety Analysis Report with ACTC consultant Mark Thomas;
Unmet Transit Needs report;
Assistance to local jurisdictions with contract issues involving transportation projects; and
Working to secure Regional Planning Assistance (RPA) funds to update traffic counts.

Commissioners thanked Ms. Platt for her service and quality of work while at ACTC.

Caltrans Report by Michele Demetras:

e Her colleague, Kevin Schroeder, has been appointed an interim replacement for Carl Baker. Ms.
Demetras will continue to attend ACTC meetings and give updates until a permanent replacement
has been appointed.

e Vice Chairman Murphy’s request regarding SR 49/Valley View intersection is still being reviewed.

e Acustomer service/maintenance request sheet was distributed. The form can also be filled out any
time online at Caltrans District 10 website.

e Caltrans Director Malcolm Dougherty has retired. The Governor has appointed Laurie Berman as
the new Director. She has appointed Ryan Chamberlain as the Chief Deputy.

Commissioner Forster asked if Caltrans would properly patch the road in Jackson where they are doing
culvert work at SR 49/88/Rex Avenue. Ms. Demetras will follow-up.

Vice Chairman Murphy presented Ms. Platt with a Certificate of Appreciation for her time at ACTC.

Approval of Agenda:

Motion: It was moved by Mark Bennett, seconded by April Miller, and unanimously carried to
approve the agenda.

Public Matters Not on the Agenda: None

Approval of November 13, 2017 Minutes:

Motion: It was moved by Elizabeth Thompson, seconded by Mark Bennett, and unanimously
carried to approve the minutes.

Elect a Chair and Vice Chair for calendar year 2018: Karyn noted that the Chair position has support
from ACTC staff and encouraged other members to take a turn.

Motion: It was moved by Elizabeth Thompson, seconded by April Miller, and unanimously
carried to elect Vanessa Compton Chair and Nina Machado Vice Chair.

Vanessa conducted the remainder of the meeting.

ACTC Transportation Planner Report: Allison reported on the following:

a) Voucher Request/Marketing Budget: Vouchers were distributed in October. Allison
reported on how many vouchers each organization had used through end of December
and asked if anyone thought any changes should be made at this time. After discussion, it
was decided to continue to monitor their use and decide at the next SSTAC meeting if
there needed to be a redistribution.

b) Low Carbon Transit Operations Program (LCTOP) Update: The vouchers discussed above
are part of this grant program. The grant is available yearly and a new grant could be
submitted when the application deadline is announced.
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c) Unmet Transit Needs Analysis Update: The hearing was held in December. Karyn
represented SSTAC and gave their recommendations. There were no public comments
received that day, but public comments received online were submitted. One of ACTC’s
Board members asked for staff to look into an additional route to lone and another asked
to have Camanche considered. Allison will talk with Calaveras Transit to discuss an lone
connection to Valley Springs. She has also been reviewing the feasibility of adding a
Sacramento route to 65" Street/University. At this point it would not meet the farebox
recovery ratio and would not be supplemented by Sacramento RT. Expanding Dial-a-Ride
is also being investigated using a satellite office. Changing the Sacramento route to go
through lone before picking up its first commuter on SR 16 is also being discussed. There
will be a further update at the next meeting.

Allison also reported on Sacramento County’s transit hub plan and will continue to provide them with
a rural transit perspective.

SSTAC Vacancies:

a) Local Social Service Provider for Seniors: Karyn noted that Victory Village had shown interest
in being a member, however, April advised that they have lost their funding and staff is
working on a volunteer basis. April will check with the Commission on Aging if they would be
interested in participating.

b) Representative for you: Karyn commented that SSTAC has been struggling to fill this optional
category for a couple of years. Allison will check with Operation Care and their youth
program. Nina will contact the Education Workforce Alliance through Independence High
School to see if there is interest.

Amador Transit General Manager/Mobility Manager Report: Maggie again reviewed AT looking into
changing the route to Sacramento to include lone.

SSTAC Members Information Sharing:

April reported that Amador Rides has two new volunteers. There is a huge need to take people
for dialysis treatment.

Nina commented that Amador Sutter Hospital is working on opening an infusion center and it is
hoped it will help reduce the need for rides to Sacramento. She added that AmadorSTARS has 7 -
8 vehicles out every day taking people to cancer treatments. They have started purchasing
Camrys, but have not yet looked into electrical vehicles.

Allison noted that ACTC is participating in a planning study with Calaveras, Tuolumne, and Alpine
Counties that will study locations for charging stations for electrical vehicles. There has been
advancement in battery technology to increase the charging range for vehicles. Allison will keep
Nina informed in the event that AmadorSTARS ever considers buying electric vehicles.

Michele advised that transportation planning grant applications are due February 23. Allison said
that ACTC is planning to submit four applications: (1) transportation innovative funding strategies,
(2) origin/destination shoulder prioritization study, (3) CNG/alternative fueling stations, and (4)
climate adaptation funding for extreme weather events such as a flood or wildfire.

Allison reported that ACTC is conducting a systemic safety analysis report in cooperation with
Calaveras and Alpine Counties. Safety on the roadways will be analyzed to identify low cost
systemic treatments. The information could be used to apply for grant funding. The website to
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find out more or to give input or make a comment on a location you feel is unsafe is
www.safertricountyroads.com She added that 50-60 comments have been received so far.

¢ Nina announced that there is some money that came back to Amador County through the Mental
Health Services Act. If there were unspent funds, they reverted back to the State. The State
cannot keep those funds so they will have to be returned to the County. SSTAC might want to
discuss any innovate funding opportunities for transportation in general. A meeting is being held
on February 1 at Health and Human Services.

* Vanessa distributed fliers for the website “Network of Care” which is an online resource directory.
Email Vanessa any fliers you would like to share or if information needs to be corrected.

* Lesley distributed ATCAA fliers that shows what services they offer. ATCAA is opening up a
building on Clinton Road in the next couple of months which is going to be a Section 8 voucher
program for veterans. She also commented that ATCAA is very appreciative of the vouchers that
were received.

* April commented that there is a new senior living apartment complex with 11 units on Bryson
Drive. One has been rented so far.

* Nina mentioned that the County now has transitional kindergarten. April said that adults can ride
Amador Transit as a Personal Care Assistant with only the child paying a fare. She added that a
passenger must be 12 or older to ride on their bus alone.

Dear Mr. Gedney:

This is a follow-up to your request regarding raising the speed limit to 65 miles per hour (mph)
for State Route (SR) 49, between post mile (PM) R7.29 to R10.76, also known as Sutter Creek
Bypass, located between the City of Sutter Creek and Amador City in Amador County.

A field investigation was conducted to perform an Engineering and Traffic Survey (E&TS) to
determine the 85th percentile speeds. The safety, traffic and roadway data have all been
evaluated collectively in the investigation. The California Highway Patrol (CHP)-Amador Area
Office was contacted to provide input on raising the speed limit to 65 mph on Sutter Creek
Bypass.

As a result of our investigation, Caltrans does not recommend raising the speed limit to 65 mph.
The speed limit on Sutter Creek Bypass is governed by California Vehicle Code (CVC) Section
22349, where the maximum speed limit on a two lane undivided conventional highway is 55
mph. Results of the E&TS indicate that the eighty-five percent of traffic is moving below 65
mph. Also, the CHP does not support raising the speed limit.
